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Capital Improvements to Begin April 7th 
into the drain field from new gutters and 
downspouts on the building.  

Construction will necessitate the removal and 
replacement of the sidewalks, including the 
walkway between the sanctuary and the par-
ish hall.  Most existing landscaping will also 
be removed.  Use of the parish hall and the 
offices will not be restricted.   

Following this project, a new, yet-to-be-
developed, landscaping plan will be put into 
action.  The roofs over the offices and the 
parish hall will also be replaced before we 
have inclement weather later this year.   

Through the generosity of the congregation, 
we have raised nearly two-thirds of the 
$300,000 costs.  We applied for, and re-
ceived a loan from the Bishop s Building 
Fund, which will cover the balance of the 
costs.  In the coming years, we will need to 
raise additional monies to pay off the loan, 
much the same as we did with the roof loan 
several years ago.  This is a bold, ambitious 
project that has strong support from our con-
gregation and from the Diocese and the 
Bishop.  It will be very exciting to watch the 
re-building of St. Andrew s sanctuary!

Our old log church in the center of downtown 
Chelan, will undergo restoration beginning the 
week of April 7th, and lasting for about four 
months.  After many meetings and discussions, the 
Vestry voted to proceed with a plan designed by 
architect Larry Hibbard of Manson.  

Rimmer and Roeter Construction of Cashmere, 
general contractors, will move onto the site about 
April 7th, using our four-car parking area for stag-
ing of equipment.  The first (and probably most 
visible) work will be demolition of the Annex 
Building.  (The Food Bank is moving to the new 
Habitat Store during the first week of April).  Dur-
ing the four-month construction period, we will 
accomplish:  

Excavation under the sanctuary to provide a 
crawl space and replace beams which hold up 
the floor.  There will likely be about three Sun-
days that use of the sanctuary will be restricted. 
Lifting the bell tower high enough to repair 
rotting wood and re-roof the Narthex. 
Restoration of logs by a sub-contractor who 
has demonstrated experience with this kind of 
work 

 

to include log cleaning, repair and re-
placement. 
Installation of new heating and cooling equip-
ment, which will serve the offices, the parish 
hall, and the sanctuary. 
Re-grading the property, so water will drain 
away from the building and into an under-
ground drain field.  Water will also be directed

Let us continue to pray for God s guidance and 
wisdom.  We are called to be Bold In Christ.  It 
seems to me that we are being just that.  Remem-
ber to embrace the admonition of Jesus:  DON T 
BE AFRAID. I AM WITH YOU ALWAYS.
