Signs of change are al around us. One only
need look at the building and grounds of St. An-
drew’s parish to see a transformation in pro-
gress. This restoration project is the culmina
tion of 6 or so years of contemplation, prayer,
dialog, planning, working, listening, wondering,
hoping, courage and bold faith.

Beyond our physical plant -- our Vestry, the
Bishop and | have been in conversation about
possible changes to the ministry model we use
here at St. Andrew’s. At this point in our his-
tory, we have to be realistic about our finances,
our parish style, our needs and our challenges.
It is clear that we cannot continue to operate
with business as usual with a budget deficit of
around $30,000. We just don’t have the dollars
to do things the way we always have. The hard
reality is that for now, St. Andrew’s is just not
in a position to support the ministry of a full-
time, seminary-trained Rector. So, we just have
to consider alternatives.

At our Annual Meeting in April, | let those pre-
sent know that the time has come for me to ex-
plore a possible call to another parish. It’s not
just about the money. Rather | believe that God
is working in our midst, to our mutual benefit.
Not only is St. Andrew’s being jostled to ex-
plore aternative ministry models, | too am be-
ing encouraged to explore aternative ministries.
Before any cheers or moans rise up, let me be
clear — | am just beginning the exploration proc-
ess and it can take a year or more. We all know
the Church moves quite slowly in matters of
Rector search. Also — I’M STILL HERE!. |
continue to be invested in the life, mission and
ministry of St. Andrew’s. | intend to continue
to work toward our common goals, to try my
best to preach, teach and worship in a manner
helpful to our members. | will keep bringing
ideas forward as | am inspired to do so. | will
still help our leaders make decisions based on
our mission and a Christ-centered vision. | will
try to love you as Christ intends. 1’m not gone,

| don’t want to be a lame-duck rector nor a
shadow in the corner while St. Andrew’s carries
on business around me.

| don’t know yet what God has in store for me.
